unnecessarily, it costs all ratepayers!

. pour FOG (fats, oils, greases) down the drain! FOG belongs in a grease bag
or an empty can, not in the drain. This simple step can save you money on
emergency plumbing calls, and improves the overall efficiency of the sanitary
sewer system. Pick up a grease bag at Spangler’s or GCSD office!
