GRANADA PARKS ADVISORY COMMITTEE (GPAC)  

 
 

The District Board of Directors is seeking persons interested in helping to shape the 
future of local parks by serving on its public Advisory Committee.  The Committee will 
provide a valuable liaison between the community and the Board, and ensure citizen 
involvement in all aspects of the park planning process.  With the assistance of staff and 
other professionals, the Committee will cooperatively plan and prepare project 
recommendations for presentation to the Board.  The Committee will be advisory only 
and not have decision-making authority. 
 
At a Special Board of Directors Meeting scheduled on September 3, 2015, the Board 
will conduct an open interview process to appoint seven members to the Committee 
from among the applicants meeting the eligibility requirements listed below.  Applicants 
should expect to attend the meeting to introduce themselves and briefly explain their 
interests and experience. 
 
Committee members will determine the date and time of the Committee meetings, 
which will be open to the public and subject to open meeting laws.  At minimum, the 
Committee shall meet four times per year or more as deemed necessary.  Membership 
is voluntary and members will not be compensated. 
 
Eligibility & Qualifications 

• Must reside in unincorporated Miramar, El Granada, Princeton, or Clipper Ridge.  
• Must be a registered voter in San Mateo County. 
• Must be at least 18 years of age. 
• Must be available to attend a minimum of four committee meetings per year or 

more as deemed necessary. 
• Must be willing to participate in group discussions and work assignments. 
• Must have the ability to be fair, impartial, and respectful of others opinions.
