Subject: Operations and Capital Budget for Fiscal Year 2016/17 

Date: July 21, 2016 

 
I have attached the proposed District Operations and Capital Budget for FY 2016/17.  The 
budget is substantially similar to the version your Board reviewed at the May meeting.  There are 
three changes from the May meeting: 1) I increased the Projects line item in the Parks and 
recreation budget from $15,000 to $75,000 to reflect the potential work in the medians; 2) I re-
assigned $100,000 in Property Tax revenues from the Sewer District to the Parks and Recreation 
side; and 3) I increased the allocation of property taxes to Half Moon Bay per our agreement 
from $10,000 to $50,000.  I have listed below some pertinent items from this year’s budget. 
 

• The sewer service charge is set to remain at $402 per ERU. 
• Property tax revenues have been allocated to both the Sewer budget and the Parks and 

Recreation budget.  I have allocated $175,000 to the sewer side, and $400,000 to the 
parks side, but the final allocations will be at the discretion of your board. 

• Sewer operations shows a loss of $372,000, primarily due to the allocation of property 
tax to the parks and recreation budget.  However, this loss is backstopped by $439,000 in 
non-operating revenues. 

• I have put a line item in our capital budget for a potential solution for the Medio Creek 
Bridge gravity sewer crossing.  The bridge has been undergoing severe erosion from 
winter storms. 

• We will continue our sewer main replacement program for old and deteriorated mains. 
• Although I have included a revenue line item for the SAM Refund from Prior Year, and 

the ERAF Refund from Prior Year, the true amount of these items are unknowns, because 
they are dependent on factors outside of our control.  

• District sewer reserves should start the year at approximately $4.38 million, and decrease 
to $3.62 million by the end of the fiscal year.  This ending balance number is strongly 
dependent on variations in the Non-Operating Revenues line item, as well as the amount 
of capital projects the District undertakes. 

• On the parks and recreation side of things, I am showing revenue from property taxes of 
$400,000, offset by proposed expenditures of $335,000.  This includes the potential 
purchase of property for parks and recreation use
